The Residential Facilities (RF) Tradkehe Texas Student Data System (TSDS) is a separate
reporting requirement from those listed above. RF Trackasésl to collect data for students

This data is used to inform stakeholders, such as educators,
parents, and legislators, aboute effectiveness of educational programs and student
