The Adult High School Diploma and Industry Certification Charter School Program was created as a pilot
program by the Te xas Legislature in 2013 specifically f or adults ages 18 to 50 years of age , who did not
complete high school . The program supported these students in earning a high school diploma or industry
certification.

SB 1615 created Subchapter G in the TEC, Chapter 12, and renamed the Adult High School Diploma and
Industry Certification Charter School Program  as the Adult High School Charter School Program . The bill
updated several provisions of the program, including the state funding components .

SB 2032 further amended the TEC, Chapter 12, Subchapter G, to expand the types of entities eligible for a
