This correspondence provides local educational agencies (LEAS) with a high-level overview of important
updates regarding House Bill (HB) 1605. During the 88th Texas Legislature (Regular Session), HB

1605 was passed, establishing an expanded process for the State Board of Education (SBOE) to approve
high-quality instructional materials, adding more funding to the Instructional Materials and Technology
Allotment (IMTA), prohibiting three-cueing in early literacy instruction, protecting teacher planning
time, and expanding parent access to instructional materials being used in classrooms.

While the Texas Education Agency (TEA) works to update all impacted technical assistance resources

TEA recognizes that the impacts of HB 1605 may be significant for some LEAs. While those impacts are
analyzed, TEA will provide subsequent communications to support LEAs. TEA has existing resources and
web pages that focus on instructional materials review and adoption, and these will be updated as
much as possible as the SBOE completes rulemaking procedures for the IMRA process. However,
updates cannot be completed for some of these resources until the SBOE rulemaking procedures for
the IMRA process have ended.

While the SBOE completes its rulemaking process, it is critical that LEAs comply with HB 1605
requirements and use the webinar series for assistance with implementation.
