Of  the  8,966  campuses in  Texas, 8,449  were  evaluated for ratings. Of the campuses considered for 

ratings 2,355  (27.9%)  earned  an A  overall rating, 3,889  (46.0%)  campuses  earned a B  overall rating, 

1,637  (19.4%)  earned a C  overall rating, 561  (6.6%) campuses earned a  Not Rated: Senate Bill  1365  

overall rating  and  7(0.1%) earned a Not Rated: Data Under Review.

Of  the 8,966  campuses  evaluated,  a  total  of 517  campuses  were labeled  Not Rated. Of  those  campuses,  

400  (77.3  %) were juvenile justice  alternative education programs, disciplinary  alternative education  

programs,  or RTFs;  100  (19.3%)  could  not be rated  because  they did not have  enough  assessment  

results to  meet  minimum-size requirements.  

 

Distinction Desig nations  
Only  campuses  and districts  that  receive  an  A,  B,  or  C  overall rating are  eligible  for  distinction  
designations  in  2022.  AECs are  not  eligible  for distinction  designations.  

Of  the  8,966  campuses  in  Texas,  7,881  (87.9  %)  were  evaluated  for  at least  one  distinction  designation.  

Altogether,  4,562  (57.9%)  campuses  earned  one  or more  distinctions,  while 427  (5.4%)  campuses  

earned  every  distinction  for  which  they  were  eligible.  Of  the  1,201  districts,  1,195  were  evaluated,  99  

(8.2%) districts  earned  the  distinction  for  postsecondary  readiness.  
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
