To use available technology to collect, manage and analyze student data using software programs (such as Excel or
an electronic gradebook)

To use available technology to collect, manage, and analyze data from multiple sources in order to interpret
learning results for students

To use available technology to document student learning to determine when an intervention is necessary and
appropriate

To use available technology to collect and manage formative assessment data to guide instruction
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Alternative - Institutions that offer teacher training that prepares individuals who already hold a baccalaureate degree. These providers include education service
centers, school districts, private entities, community colleges, and universities.

Traditional - Institutions that offer teacher training that is part of an undergraduate degree program offered by colleges and universities.
Traditional/Alternative - Institutions that offer both Alternative and Traditional Teacher training.
